“Teaching and Learning as a Scholarly Activity”

Students enrolled in the doctorate program can now enroll in “Teaching and Learning as a Scholarly Activity” (GPFF 403), offered by the graduate school

Course Description:

The inspiration for the course derives from the emergence of the new Scholarship of Teaching and Learning (SoTL). The course surveys theories of cognition, acquaint students with SoTL data bases, and instruct students in designing and conducting research on teaching and learning in the college or university setting. The ultimate goal of the course is to facilitate students’ ability to consider teaching and learning as scholarly activities within their disciplines, and provide them with strategies for systematically assessing the effectiveness of their teaching preparatory to making modifications to enhance student learning. Issues of course audience, culture, learning styles, academic level and modes of assessment are considered.
