Policy Studies student progress

First year

--Sign up for H623 at least one semester

--Take several courses in the policy and context core (e.g. H620/622; A630; H551/552; H525, H540, or H504)

--Take at least one course in the minor, preferably two

--Take first course in the inquiry sequence (typically, Y520)

--Begin language study, if applicable

Second Year

--Finish courses in the policy and context core

--Try to finish all three semesters of H623

--Take next course in inquiry sequence (e.g., Y611)

--Take another course or two in the minor

--File program of studies by the end of second semester

Third Year

--First semester (at the latest!): Sign up for H590, “Directed Research,” for early inquiry project; conduct project (this can be done over the previous summer, as well)

--Take third and final course in the inquiry sequence

--Finish all coursework in the minor and the policy core and context 

--Finish language preparation

--Take C795/H590 for inquiry linkage (preferably second semester—this course is designed to explore the literature and methodologies relevant to your dissertation)

--File final program of studies

End of Third year/Beginning of Fourth Year

--Take C795/H590 for dissertation Proposal credits.

--Take qualifying exams and advance to candidacy (Forms: Application for qualifying exam, nomination to candidacy)

--Defend dissertation proposal/ make human subjects review application (Forms: Nomination of Ph.D. Committee, and Dissertation Proposal Approval)
